How does Holy Trinity engage in pastoral care for those beyond your worshipping community?

35 responded; 5 left question blank
People responded consistently that Pastoral Care was done primarily by the parish community. 
Respondents mentioned the following as pastoral care beyond our worshiping community:

· Coat Closet
· Food Pantry, Food Share

· Open church to AA, Alanon, Diabetic group, Zumba, other Christian Groups.

· Meal in a bag

· Gathering on Hamilton St. (Soup)

· Neighborhood dinners

· World outreach; Zimbabwe, Mosquito nets, world relief UTO, outreach programs to adopt children and buy animals. 
Respondents mentioned the following as pastoral care within our worshiping community: 

· Lay Eucharistic Visitors, 
· Lay Eucharistic Ministers 
· Parishioners visiting shut-ins 
· Pastoral care through geographical groups 

· Pastoral care through vestry leadership
Only 8 out of 35 mentioned the Pastor providing pastoral care: Communion to shut ins, visiting the shut-ins, hospital visits. 
There was concern about the communication of pastoral needs from the Pastor to the parish community; how can we improve this?
One person thought we should focus on local community first. One person thought we should widen our focus beyond Southbridge.
