It would be nice to have a written format and welcome letter available so that those who are discerning there direction to church may have guidance and direction. Once a year or twice there should be a remainder of the welcome letter or even an open enrollment day to the various interests and functions through out HTC. This would allow all to see the various projects and ministries offered allow people to come for the advertized enrolment and answer any questions that parishioners’ and others may have.

	The thing that happens most often at Holy Trinity is that one person will ask another to assist or to join a ministry. It's a very organic process at Holy Trinity, with one person talkig to another.  Our "coffee hour" seems to be vital in this way.  I do worry, that because we are such a small congregation that burdens fall on just a few many times.

	Personally, I make an effort to get to know other parish members one-on-one and invite them to team up to try out a new ministry. In addition, the parish is working on the practice of discernment of gifts for leadership and inviting people to consider if God is calling them to this position.
